STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:

Our sole purpose of these CC&R’s is to establish uniform guidelines and standards for all
property owners which serve to protect and ensure the quality of life and property values
in the Subject area.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Declarant is the owner or leinholder of all the property located in Boundary
County, State of 1daho, most particularly described as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, Declarant hereby declares that all the property described above
shall be held, sold, and conveyed, subject to the herein easement with road maintenance
agreement, and subject to the following easement, restrictive covenants and conditions,
all of which are for the purpose of enhancing and protecting the desirability, and
attractiveness of the real property. These easements, restrictions, covenants, and
conditions shall run with the real property and shall be binding on all parties having or
who will hereafter acquire any right, title, or interest in the above described properties or
any part thereof and shall inure to the benefit of each owner thereof.

EASEMENTS, MAINTENANCE, SNOW REMOVAL, & IMPROVEMENTS

1. EASEMENTS. An easement of 30 feet for installation and maintenance of
utilities along the front of all lot lines shall apply to each lot. Within these
easements, no structure, planting or other material shall be placed or permitted
to remain which may damage or interfere with the installation and
maintenance of utilities. The easement area of each lot and all improvements
in it shall be maintained continuously by the owner of the lot, except for those
improvements for which a public authority of utility company is responsible.
All electric power lines, telephone lines, and cable/satellite television lines, if
any, are to be buried underground. Snow removal in the easement area will be
up to the property owner’s to maintain. SEE EXHIBIT G & H FOR
ILLUSTRATION OF EASEMENT AREA.
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2, ROAD AND UTILITY EASEMENT MAINTENANCE. The road will be
maintained by the property owners in a manner to minimize and/or avoid
erosion. Water bars, drainage ditches and culverts shall be installed end/or
constructed as necessary and appropriate to control erogion, dust and speed. -
Users of the road shall limit speed to_]5 mph, All snow removal will be
included in the road maintenance as well,

Each of the property owners shall share equally with other users in the care
and maintenance of the new private access road as looated upon the easement,

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STRUCTURE LIMITATION

1

LAND USE AND BUILDING TYPE. No lots shall be used except for single
family residential purpose. No building shall be commenced, erected, altered,
placed or permitted to remain on any lot other than one detached single family
dwelling, one detached guest or mother in law house, a private garage or shop
not to be used in any way for commercial purpose, a detached barn/stall for
livestock permitted herein, and any other related buildings so long as said
buildings match exterior materials of existing house. Excepting the Shop or
Barn which may be of similar but not exact materials or of a high quality
“metal fabricated™ material as long as they are first approved in color, style,
and material by the applicable Architectural Committee, It is the desire of the
community that all buildings have a balanced & harmonious aesthetic quality
that blends within each structure and within the other buildings in the
community. Color blends are important and will be considered by the
Architectural Committee in determining approval of a structure.

ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL. No buildings or fences shall be
comumenced, erected, placed, or altered on any lot until the construction plans
for said building, and construction specifications for ssid building have been
approved in writing by the Architectural Committee as to quality of
workmanahip and materials, harmony of external design with existing
structures, and as to Jocation of the building. Location as to topography snd
setbacks in relation to other building sites in the development will be
considered by the Architectural Committee when reviewing the construction
pians and prior to written approval. Site plans for construction must be
submitted to the other owners prior to building.

DWELLING QUALITY : Primary homes shall be a minimum of 2200 square
feet for a single story building with bonus room sbove gacage, exclusive of
open porches, casports, and or garages without majority approval of the other
owners. Except as herein provided, all manufactured or modular dwellings of
any kind will not be permitted. All dwellings will be limited to exterior siding
of natural materials of cedar lap, coder tonguo & groove, handcrafted log, or
factory hewn log. Guest or In Law Apartments or Bulldings to be used for
secondary or non primary dwellings shall be sided to match the primary
dwelling. Outbuildings to be used ss shops, barns, or sheds MAY be buiit
with similar siding or metal if first approved by Architectural Committee as to

type and color.
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BUILDING LOCATION. No building shall be located on any lot nearer to the
further of the property line or nearer to the street easement line than a
minimum of 40 from any said line, and shall not be situated 0 as to obstruct
or interfere with a view from the windows of the adjacent building.
Specifically the buildings shall be located on each site to comploment each lot
and not to detract from other building sites where a view is in question. The
Architectural Committee shall review any proposed building location and
shall not approve or deny & building location without first having notified the
adjacent property owners on either side and directly across the street of the
building location and giving each the opportunity to be heard.

No building shail be commenced, erected, placed on a reserved easement as it
appears on the final Plat as attached hereto and on file with the Recorder’s

office of Boundary County, State of Idaho.

TEMPORARY STRUCTURES. No structure of a temporary nature,
character, trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage, bam, or other outbuilding
shall be used on any lot at any time as a residence either temporarily or
permanently. During the construction of any residence, it shall be permissible
for the builder or contractor to place a temporary office and tool shed on the
promises which shall be removed immedistely following the completion of the
building.

CONSTRUCTION TIME LIMITATIONS. All construction of a residential
nature must be completed within 12 months from commencement of the
construction,

NUISANCES AND MAINTENANCE

1.

NUISANCES. No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on upon any
lot, nor shall anything be done thereon which may become and annoyance or
puisance to the neighborhood.

MAINTENANCE, At all time the lot ownar shall keep his total lot in a clean
and tidy manner, st all time promoting the general aesthetic qualities of the
project. This condition shall also apply to the owners of the undeveloped lots.
Specifically this appites to the fact thoat no vehicles of any type that are not in
working condition be kept on the property. Homeowners Commitiee can
review such request 1o have certain vehicles on property that are not in
working condition and being used for a legitimate hobby, i.e. Building a boat,
classic car, or a hot rod etc..

STATEMENT OF PROTBCTIVE COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTION 4
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HOUSEHOLD PETS. Dog, cats, and any other household pet will be at land
owner's discretion. They must not be kept to bred or be used for any

in such a way as to not constitute a source of annoyance to any adjoining

LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY. No livestock or poultry of any kind, except
horses, chickens or liamas, shall be raised, bred, or kept on any lot. A
limitation of any type of livestock shall be kept at 3 livestock animals per lot.
All livestock animals sust have a bam or other protective structure that has
been approved by the Homeowner Committee that is built to specifications
that are in harmony with approved residential dwelling.

SIGNAGE

1.

SIGNS. No sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot
except on (1) professional sign of not more than two (2) square feet, on sign of
not more than ten (10) square feet for advertising the property for sale, rent, or
signs used by a builder to advertise the property during the construction and
sales period.

COMMERCIAL

1.

RESTRICTIONS. No manufacturing or commercial enterprises shall be
conducted or maintained upon or in connection with any residential lot or lots,
nor shall said lot or lots, in any way be used for other than strictly residential
purposes except a home business may be maintained in the main dwelling
upon specific approval of the Homeowner Committee in each case, and only if
said business does not require outside signage of any kind.

LIMITS. Traffic for in home businesses will be limited. The Homeowner
Committee would agree on the amount of traffic allowed and the cost to the
homeowner for maintenance and repair due 10 extra traffic for business

purpose if approved.

GARBAGE AND REFUSE DISPOSAL

GARBAGE. No lot shall be used or maintained as a dumping for rubbish,
trash of eny type, non-opersbie cars, non-working vebicles or any other type
of rubbish. Trash, garbage or other waste shall not be kept except in senitary
containers. All garbage and refuse must be kept in “bear proof” containers. All
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homeowners arc responsible for transporting their own garbage and refuse to

_ the appropriate disposel sites.

REFUSE. Refuse piles or other unsightly objects or material shall not be
allowed to be placed or remain upon the premised or easements. The
Homeowners Committee or its agents shall have the right to enter upon said
lands and remove such refuse piles or other unsightly objects or materials at
the expense of the owner and such entry shall not be deomed a trespass, and
owner shall be lisble for costs incurred relative to this action.

SEWAGE DISPOSAL

1.

SEWAGE. All lot owners are responsible for the installation and maintenance
of their own individual septic system. Should a public sewer system come into
the area, all individual lot owners are required to connect to said public system
at their own cost.

FENCING PROPERTY

l.

FENCING. No fences shall be erected in the subdivision that shall obstruct
the pathway of wild game in the area. No fence, wall, hedge, shrub, or
planting shall be erectod as to obstruct the view of adjacent property owners
except that owners shall have no control over the natural growth of the

existing plantings or natural vegetation.

PARKING

PARKING OF LARGE & NON WORKING VEHICLES. No large trucks or
buses exceeding 26,000 pounds gross vehicle weight are to be stored or
parkad on any lot except in a garage, carport, and shop or within an approved
parking area. At no time shall any vehicle be parked on the main road in this
project. At no time must there be parking of ANY vehicle of any kind which
is not in working condition that would constitute a nuisance or that could be
construed as a “junk yard”,

TRAILER/BOAT PARKING. Travel trailers, camping trailers, motor homes,
horse trailers, utility or recreational vehicle trailers, boats of any kind &
bouseboats may be patked on any lot, but must not be used for daily living for
any length of time that would constitute as a “residence”. At all times any
vehicles must be in working and running condition. None of the sbove shall
ever be parked on the main road in this project. :

SUBDIVISION

FUTURE SUBDIVISION. No future subdividing of any lot shall be
permittod.

PUBLIC DEDICATION. Other than land dedicated to public use as it appears
in the final plat of this property, no further lot, parcel or tract of land may be
dedicated to public use without of the Architectural Committee.

HOMEOWNERS' COMMITTEE

1

COMMITTEE. A Homoowners’ Committee consisting of one of the owners
of each parcel shall have authority to administer and enforce the terms of this
agreement. This shall not limit individual pmparly owners from enforcement
of these,

An organizational meeting and all further meetings of the Committee may be
convened by giving written notice by any property owner either personally
served upon the other property owners or by U.S. mail, certified, return receipt
requested, addressed to the owner and address maintsined by the Boundary
County Treasure for sending tax notices to the owner of record. Notice shall
state the time and place that the meeting is to be held and the business to be
considered at said meeting. The notice requirement may be waived and
business conducted by the unanimous consent of the owners of all parcels of
real property. Unless waived by unanimous agreement, notice shall be given
not less than fifteen days prior to the meeting. Notice shall contain the time
and place the meeting will be conducted and a summary of the anticipated
agenda with the unanimous consent of the meeting. Meetings of Highland
Fiats Group Homeowners Committee may be conducted outside Boundary
County if more than S0 percent plus 1 of the members are not available in the
county and/or may participate by telephone or electronically, The Committee
shall select a chairperson and a secretary or record keeper and may establish
such further and additional rules as deemed necessary to conduct the business
of the Committee.

ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE

1. REVIEW BY COMMITTEE. The Architectural Committee is composed of the

original owners of the Highland Flats Group and the principals of Balance
Bm’ldors.lnc. and Idsho Corporation. Upon sale of all of the lots and parcels in

the project the Architectural Committee responsibilities shall be transferred to the

owners of each lot, the owners being the persons having fee ownership in the tract
of land or the person having an instaliment purchase contract from the fee owner,
and shall be entitie to one vote per parcel. Any chenge in the structure of the
Architectural Committee shall require 7/10 approval of all percel owners. The
committee shell have the right to refuse or approve any such plans or

2. APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL. The committee's approval or disapproval as
required in these covenants shall be in writing. The spprova! or disapproval of the
Architectural Committee requires a majority vote of all lot owners AFTER the
committee structure is tranaferred to the lot owners, Transfer of the committee
structure shall commence upon 15 days after the last parcel is sold to other than
the original parcel owners (Pierson, Sullivan, Zener & Balance Builders, Inc.). In
the event the committee fails to spprove or disapprove, within 30 days after any
plans are submitted for review by the committes, or in any evest, of no suit to
enjoin the construction hes been commenced prior to the completion thereof
approval will not be required and the related covenants shall be deemed to have
been fully complied with.

3. COMPENSATION. The mombers of the Committoe shall not be entitied to
compenaation for services performed pursusnt to this covenant.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. TERM. These covenants are to run with the iand and shall be binding on all
partics and all persons claiming under them for & period of thirty years from the
date of these covenants are recorded, after which time said covenants shall be
automatically extended for successive periods of 10 years unless an instrument
signed by the majority of the then owners of the tracts has been recorded,
agreeing to change said covenants in whole or in part.

2. ENFORCEMENT. Enforcement shail be by proceedings st law or in equity
againat any petson or persons violating or attempting to violate sy covenant
cither to restrain violation or to recover damages. Cost of enforcing these
ocovenants, including sttorney fees and pourt costs, shall be paid by any person
found in violation of said covenants, conditions and/or restrictions.

3. SEVERABILITY. Invalidation of any one of these covenants by judgment or
court order shall in no way affoct any of the other provisions which shall remain
in full force and effect.

4. NOTICE. Any potice required to be sent t0 sny owner under the provisions of
this Declaration shall be deemed to have properly given when mailed, postage
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prepaid, to the last known address of the person who appears as owner of record
at the time of such mailing.

5. CONTRACTS. Every person, who by written contract agrees to purchase any lot,
tract, or parcel of land herein described, will be deemed to have made and
ucemdmhcmmwwdwpmmwdmwﬁndewﬁbedsubject
10 all of the restrictions and conditions herein contained.

6. DEEDS. Every person, who by deed becomes owner of any lot, tract, or parcel of
land hereinabove described, will be deemed to have made and accepted such
contract and agreed to purchase the lands herein described subject to all of the
restrictions and conditions herein contained.
